• Candidates	selected	for	the	IDA	2022	Award	with	diatonic	instruments	of	any	kind	can	take	
part	in	the	competition.		

• Registration	is	set	at	€	40.00		
• The	competition	will	be	divided	into	the	following	categories:

• CAT	D	-	born	from	2011	to	2013	(max	8	min)		
• CAT	E	-	born	from	2008	to	2010	(max	8	min)	

CONCERTISTI	TRADITIONAL	JUNIOR	(instruments	up	to	4	basses	and	2	rows	for	singing)		
• CAT	F	-	born	from	2004	to	2007	(max	8	min)	

CONCERTISTI	WORLD	JUNIOR	(all	kinds	of	diatonic) 
• CAT	G	-	born	from	2004	to	2007	(max	10	min)	

CONCERTISTI	TRADITIONAL	SENIOR	(instruments	up	to	4	basses	and	2	rows	for	singing)	 
• CAT	H	-	born	from	2003	onwards	(max	10	min)	

CONCERTISTI	WORLD	SENIOR	(all	kinds	of	diatonic)	 
• CAT	I	-	born	from	2003	onwards	(max	12	min)	 

• Participants must exhibit a maximum of two freely chosen pieces, and must perform within 
the limit of the number of minutes allowed according to the category to which they belong. 	

• Participants with "major and minor" instruments with no more than 2 rows of vocals and 4 
basses can be included in the "Traditional" section. 	

• The examining commission will express its evaluation in twenty-fifths (with decimals). The 
highest and lowest ratings will be eliminated. The votes cast by the commission will be 
made public.	

• The commission's judgment is final. 	
• The IDA board can intervene and make changes and / or additions to the program and the 

regulations, if there is an urgent need, in order to guarantee the transparency of the 
competition. 	

• Participants must complete the appropriate registration form, no later than 4 SEPTEMBER 
2022 on the website www.internationaldiatonicalliance.com

• The participant must present himself (with an identity document) at the secretariat for 

confirmation of participation. The participant who does not show up on the second call will 
be excluded from the competition. 	

• All participants who have achieved the highest score in their own category must attend the 
award ceremony and, therefore, perform with one of the pieces performed during the 
competition, under penalty of elimination and therefore the revocation of the prize. 	

• The hearings are public. Anyone who does not respect the silence during the auditions of 
the competitors will be warned and expelled if recidivist. 	

• In	the	case	of	assignment	of	Special	Prizes	and	/	or	in	cash,	a	re-listening	of	the	
participants	with	the	highest	score	of	all	categories,	with	a	pre-established	
commission.	The	criteria	for	re-listening	will	be	decided	by	the	IDA	board	based	on	the	
needs	of	the	moment.	

• Travel and subsistence expenses are the responsibility of the participant. 	
• The organization declines all responsibility for any accidents to things or people, which 

could happen before, during and after the event. 	
• Clothing is free, within the limits of common decency. 	
• The participant in registering for the competition declares: 	

to have read the regulation, and to approve it without any reservations; 	

that the general information and information provided in the participation confirmation form correspond to the 
truth, under penalty of exclusion from the event; 	

-to authorize the organizations and associations organizing the event:
